The University of Peshawar being a mother university of the NWFP is catering to the
academic needs not only of Peshawar but almost all of the province and Federally
Administered tribal Areas also. The highly qualified and trained faculty, student friendly and
supportive administration, modern curricula, conducive academic environment and excellent
infrastructure are the hallmarks of this University. Its role in political, industrial and
government leadership is recognized. The output of this university in the practical life helps
in bringing positive changes in the society.

The total regular students enrollment of the University during the year 2008-2009 12,908,
including 6,078 at undergraduate, 6,211 Masters, 95 MS, 310 at M.Phil. and 214 at Ph.D.
level.

The University continues to support the faculty development program by way of scholarships
for higher studies both for inland and abroad categories. During the year 2008-09 three
scholars have been recommended for foreign while five for inland category.

The faculty of this University has been making steadily increasing contribution to the
research & development, besides teaching and assessment.

Students have shown remarkable performance in their academics. They have also been
actively engaged in extra-curricular activities. The University of Peshawar grabbed 1 st

position in volleyball among 53 participating universities whereas, in athletics University got
2nd position among 48 participating universities. In other sports events distinctions have been
achieved.

To polish the hidden qualities of students and enhance their creative potentials, University of
Peshawar has formed 12 societies. These societies help students to prepare for the future
challenges. Each society has its own contribution in their respective areas. Around the year
they involve students in constructive activities.

Peshawar University provides on the campus accommodation to the needy students from far
flung areas. There are eight hostels for male students while five for female students of the
University. Around 4000 students were accommodated on the campus during the year
2008-09.

University of Peshawar has its own Quality Enhancement Cell (QEC) that is constantly
involved in ensuring enhancement of the academic standards including very high emphasis
on controlling plagiarism among the faculty and students. It provides feedback for the quality
assurance of various academic programs.

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Law College

Brief History

The Law College, University of Peshawar is one of the first institutions. That started functioning
with the foundation of the University of Pakistan. In1950. It was originally in envisaged as a
separate faculty of the University. And was later on elevated to the prestigious positions of an
independent, Faculty in 1992.

With the re-organization of various faculties of the Universities it is now a Institutions of the
newly established Faculty of Social Sciences. The college is offering both graduates and post
graduates programs in Law.

Legal education is generally provided through public sector universities and also by private
institutions that follows the curriculum and the standards prescribed by the Higher Education
Commission in consultation with the Pakistan Bar Council: a statutory body to regulate legal
profession and legal education in Pakistan. The LL.B degree courses are adopted after a strenuous
exercise, the courses are proposed through a National Curriculum, Review, Committee of the
HEC in Law. The recommendations of the NCRC are then carefully examined by a joint meeting
of the representative of the Universities and the members of the PBC. Various academic boards
and bodies of the University then finally review the approved courses before they are ultimately
adopted. A consistent effort is throughout made to improve the standards of legal education as the
curriculum is reviewed after every three years.

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Department of Psychology

Brief History

University of Peshawar was established on 30th October, 1950. The Department of Psychology
came into existence in 1964. Professor Dr. Shahabuddin Muhammad Moghni, laid the
foundations of Psychology Department as its first Professor and Chairman. Although Psychology
was introduced for the first time in N-WFP, yet the number of students enrolled was quite large.
There were 25 students in all, (13 boys and 12 girls). Prof . Dr. S. M. Moghni was the sole person
who had to look after administration as well as teaching and research.There was no separate
building. In fact there was only one class room vacated by the Department of Geology on the
ground floor.Another room on first floor was given by the Department of Geography, which
served as a lecture room. Neither a Seminar library was available, nor a laboratory, both of which
were of utmost importance for graduate students of Psychology.
Above all, the text books were not available in the market. The students could manage to
purchase only a few books during the first academic session (1964-65) and some were supplied
by the Department. The first person to join Professor Moghni in this endeavor was Professor Dr.
Zafar Afaq Ansari (remained Director NIP, and Chairman, Department of Psychology, IIU,
Malaysia; now in California, USA). He joined this Department as a Lecturer in December 1964.
The syllabi approved for the Previous Year class consisted of three theory papers (History of
Psychology; Abnormal Psychology; Social Psychology) and Laboratory work. Dr. Moghni was
teaching History of Psychology Including Introductory & Experimental Psychology whereas Dr.
Ansari was teaching Abnormal Psychology as well as supervising the Laboratory work (including
a basic course in Statistics). Teaching load was greatly increased when the previous year students
were promoted to the final class. The same faculty members had to teach three more theory
papers (Experimental Psychology, Physiological Psychology, Testing and Measurement), and
practicum. In January 1966, Professor Dr. Alay Ahmad joined the faculty as a Lecturer and
shared the teaching responsibilities. In 1965-66, the Department was able to purchase some text
books and laboratory equipment and began to hum with Experimental and Testing activities. Due
to lack of space in the original building, the Department was shifted to Quaid-e-Azam College of
Commerce in late 1966. In 1968, Professor Dr. Mah Nazir Riaz, one of the first graduates, joined
the Department as a Lecturer. By 1969, the faculty expanded. It consisted of one Professor, four
Lecturers, and one Demonstrator. But the sojourn in the Commerce College was too brief and its
classes had to move to Youth Hostel (the building to the right of the department, now IMS Junior
section). A new building for this Department was considered a must by the University because its
activities had greatly expanded. The present building is the outcome of that great-felt need and
was designed specially as Psychology Department. The Department moved in here in 1972 and
started expanding in terms of Faculty members, Seminar Library, Laboratory Equipment and
Psychological Tests etc. Professor Dr. Farhana Jahangir (now VC, Frontier Women University)
joined in 1979, Professor Dr. Maher Bano in 1980, Dr. Nasim Riaz Sahibzada in 1980 (now a
consultant psychologist in Maryland, DC), Dr. Rahat Sajjad (Retd.) in 1982, Professor Dr.
Zulfiqar Hussain Gilani (Retd.) in 1982 (also remained VC of our University, now in Canada),
Dr. Nighat Gillani in 1987 (later Associate Professor at NIP, now in Canada), Dr. Muhammad
Jahanzeb Khan (the present Chair) in 1990, Dr. Erum Irshad in 1996, Dr. Summiya Hayat
Bangash in 2002, and Ms. Roomana Zeb in 2008. In 1995 a Mass Communication Lab, was
established by Dr. Alay Ahmad, and in 1997-98 a Computer section was established by Dr.
Muhammad Jahanzeb Khan during Dr. Mah Nazir's tenure. Prof. Dr. Shahabuddin Muhammad
Moghni retired in 1986 and passed away in 1988. Prof. Dr. Alay Ahmad retired in 1997 and is
serving in Preston University as Dean of Social Sciences now. Prof. Dr. Mah Nazir Riaz retired in
2002 and now serving as Dean and Chair of Psychology in Frontier Women University Peshawar.
Dr. Rahat Sajjad retired in 2009.
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The Department presently offers specialization in Social Psychology, Clinical Psychology,
Psychological Testing, Counseling, Developmental Psychology, and Experimental Psychology.
The Department is equipped with a Library, Laboratory for experimentation, a Computer section,
and a Mass Communication laboratory. We are also offering M.Sc. programme in the afternoon.
We have started 4-years Integrated BS programme on Term Basis from the Fall Semester, 2009
and soon going to start with Diploma in Clinical Psychology and Industrial/Organizational
Psychology. We are also planning to offer some certificate courses. The Department also
publishes a research journal Khyber Behavioural Studies

This year seven members of
our staff have retired. They served the College with great dedication and their retirement is a
great loss academically. Further, more, we have a great number of staff that is on College fund or
on contract. I will be grateful if they are made permanent members of the faculty and the staff
that has retired is replaced by fresh inductions.

Plan for Future

Substantial progress has been made on the running projects and new projects and programs are
being planned to extend activities related to Materials Research in the University of Peshawar. In
this regard, work is underway on the introduction of Materials Science at BS and MS levels,
collaboration with other government departments is being developed such as with Directorate of
S&T, Pakistan Science Foundation, Materials Testing Laboratory Hayatabad and local industry.
PC1 for the establishment of Model Materials Research has been presented and submitted to the
Honourable Governor NWFP; however, no practical progress has been made so far. So in order to
enhance research activities in the region and develop the region economically a model materials
research institute is urgently needed to encourage and technically support local industry which
will lead to the creation of jobs, increase in our export potential and develop our region and
country
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Centralized Resource Laboratory

Brief History
Research Laboratories are the basic requirement of any good educational institution, where both
the students and teachers (researchers) see the science in its real sense. Research laboratories are
so important today that we cannot separate teaching from research in any institution of higher
learning. The standard of any institution of higher studies is determined by the quality of research
being conducted along with the quality of its graduates produced.
The idea of establishing the Centralized Resource Laboratory is to provide facilities to Teaching
and Research Community where modern, sophisticated and state of the Art equipment are placed.
Such equipments are chosen, which are of diverse use and are beyond the purchase power of an
individual department to avoid duplication of expensive equipments and to get their maximum
use. Most of these equipments are housed in the Centralized Resource Laboratory, situated in
Physics Department, University of Peshawar.
The source of funding of these equipments is the Government of Pakistan through Higher
Education Commission, Islamabad. First grant of Rs.39 Million was received after approval of
PC-I prepared by the University of Peshawar. Another PC-1 was prepared for the second phase
and submitted to the Higher Education Commission in October 2002 and a further grant of Rs. 37
Million was approved for the extension of the Laboratory. The overall grant was for the purchase
of equipment, without any construction work. The entire amount has been consumed. The space
for the establishment of this laboratory was provided by the Physics Department.
The work on the laboratory started in June 2001 and in five years time all the equipment were
imported, working environment created and equipment are installed. Now all these equipments
are in working condition. The idea of establishment of Centralized Resource Laboratory is
appreciated by Ministry of Science and Technology and University Grants Commission (now
Higher Education Commission) so much that they advised other Universities to establish similar
Laboratories. Another proposal included in University Mega Project is submitted for the addition
of more research facilities.

Brief History
The students’ of the University of Peshawar are amongst the 3% privileged ones in Pakistan who
got the opportunity of admission to this prestigious seat of high learning. Apart from imparting
quality education through standard academic procedure to provide skilled leadership to the
society, the university equally takes care of personality building of students by a wide range of
co-curricular activities. Managers of the students try their level best to use this platform as a
principal vehicle for channelizing their potential for good end, give vent to their bubbly feelings,
broaden their vision in the global context and refine their qualities as national architects.
Khyber Literary Club established in 1986 as a pioneer society got its legal status recognized in
1994 with the decision of the Honorable Supreme Court whereby an alternate platform has to be
provided to the students to ward them off the undesirable political activities, where they were
enslaved by venomous designs of political parties. In the light of this ruling, later on, nine more
societies namely Adventure and Hiking Club, Blood Donor Society, Creative art Society, Culture
and Dramatic society, Khyber Literary Club, Peshawar University Rifle Association, Science
Society, Social Welfare and Awareness Society and Sports Society were established. Khyber
Islamic Cultural Society, Photo-Video Club, Information Technology Club and Folk Art and
Heritage Society have been established most recently.
Vice Chancellor and Provost, University of Peshawar are the Chief Patron and Patron
respectively of all the Societies, each society is looked after by an Organizer and Co-organizer.
Under the overall supervision of a chief organiser, students’ cabinet of each society works under
the guidance of its respective organisers. The cabinet of each society bears offices of a President,
Vice President, General Secretary, Joint Secretary, Media Secretary and Public Relation Officer
(1 male and 1 female). Session of the Students’ Societies is connected with the Academic Session
which normally starts in September and continues to the end of August of next year.

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Responsibilities of organizers and co-organizers
All the persons involved in the Co-curricular activities of Peshawar University would act
according to the “Charter of Students’ Societies, University of Peshawar”, which would be
promulgated in the near future after the approval of the competent authority.
The Chief Organizer would act as Chairman of Students’ Societies.
Each Society will be headed by an Organizer and one or two Co-organizers keeping in view the
work load and business of a Society.
The first and foremost duty of an Organizer is to organize, supervise and look after his or her
society.
The Co-organizer would assist the Organizer in the day to day business of a
Society/Club/Association and act as an Organizer in his/her absence.
After the announcement of new membership the Organizer will enlist his/her respective members
from the membership forms and give a copy of the list to the concerned office.
He/She would be responsible to select the cabinet members among the members of his/her
respective society on merit keeping in view the past experiences, for one year and inform the
office within a week. The Organisers would submit the particulars of their respective cabinet
members on the prescribed proforma already handed over to them.
Organisers would select a person for the cabinet position having one full academic year in a
University. No student is eligible for any cabinet position having less than one academic year.
He/She would chalk out activities for the Session on Wednesdays.
Meeting of the Cabinet, Society can be called only on Wednesday in order to avoid any
disturbance in the curricular activities.
He/She would be responsible to organize at least two to three mega events.
He/She would keep a proper record of the activities.
Each Organizer would seek a prior approval from the Provost for an advance amount for any
approved activity. The clearance would be made within a week after completing an event.
The Central media Committee has been constituted from the Department of Journalism under the
supervision of a faculty member having a full cabinet. Each media secretary will act as reporter of
Central Media Committee.
Regular reporting of any activity to the office is the responsibility of an Organizer.
Each Organizer through media secretary will send an advance story to Central Media Committee
and Protocol officer. The Central Media Committee, Protocol Officer of Peshawar University and
the respective Media Secretary of a Society would be responsible for reporting and coverage of
an event or activity. They will remain in touch with print and electronic media.
Any Organizer who does not attend three consecutive official meetings without any valid reason
would be relived from his office/duties.
The Organizer once appointed will remain in office for one academic year or till the appointment
of a new Organizer. However he/she can submit his resignation after four months on one month
prior notice after his/her appointment if he/she so desires.
At least three meetings of Central Organizing Committee would be called in a year on any
Wednesday. Emergency meeting of the committee can be called any time if necessary.
Inaugural-cum-farewell function would be arranged once in a year for in-coming and out-going
cabinets. The Organizers would jointly arrange such a function.
Each organizer when required would accompany students or a society on their tour, excursion or
anywhere in land. He/she would be entitled to TA/DA permissible under the service rules.
For any mega event all the Organizers and cabinet members would collectively shoulder the
responsibility.
The Organizers would pinpoint the talented students, keep a record and furnish their information
to the office of the Deputy Director. To search, encourage, motivate talented students and keep
them busy in healthy constructive activities is the main purpose of running the Societies.
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The Organizer after the end of each session would certify the names of deserving cabinet
members or general members for awarding Certificates, Shields and Medals subject to minimum
attendance, active participation, excellent performance and meritorious services.
The Performance of an Organizer would be judged on the basis of his devotion, excellence in
planning, organizing and efficiently administrating multiple activities, motivating students for
membership, strength of members, order and discipline, punctuality in meetings and function in
his/her society.
The proposed honorarium would be paid to all concerned including the Chief Organizer,
Organizers and Co-organizers on the pattern of proctorial board subject to the approval of the
competent authority for His/Her additional duties. No person can join two Societies or hold two
positions in a Society. However He/She can join on honorary basis for which he/she would be
unable to claim additional honorarium. Simply a person would be paid honorarium for single
position.

Responsibilities Of Cabinet Members
There shall be a cabinet for each society headed by the President.
Recommending the nominees for various portfolios for the cabinet is the responsibility of the
Organiser.
No person is eligible for any cabinet position having less than one Academic year or study
courses in a University.
The whole Cabinet would work collectively as a single body for a society.
The Cabinet Members would perform their duties mentioned in the “Charter of Students’
Societies, University of Peshawar”.
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The cabinet members would perform their duties for Academic year or till the appointment of a
new cabinet.
No person can join the cabinet membership of two Societies or two positions in a Society.
Eighty percent attendance in meetings and functions is required for cabinet members for award of
certificates.
Ten percent concession in attendance will be given to the active participants in their respective
academic institutions, Colleges, Departments and Centres.
Any member of the cabinet can be removed any time for misbehavior, using un-parliamentary
language, violating the rules and Charter.
The President of a society would be responsible to look after the business of his/her society.
He/She will be responsible to his/her Organizer, chalk out the activities and follow the activities
of a Calendar.
The Vice President will act as President in the absence of President.
The General Secretary would keep a proper record of all activities, attendance of the cabinet and
general members, minutes of the meetings and keep vigilance on the activities etc. The general
Secretary of a Society would submit a copy of attendance to the Deputy Director on the
prescribed Performa already provided to them.
The joint Secretary would perform the duties as General Secretary in the absence of General
Secretary.
The finance Secretary would be responsible for financial matters of a society and prepare a case
in advance for any activity. He will also be responsible to clear the dues within a week.
The Media Secretary of each society would act as a reporter of Central Media Committee. He
would send an advance story to Central media Committee, Protocol officer, Print and Electronic
Media on regular basis. He would keep a proper record of reports; cuttings etc and send a copy of
the report to the office. He would also be responsible for quarterly issue of his/her society with
the collaboration of cabinet members and organizers.
The Public Relation Secretary (Male and Female) would be responsible for designing, printing
and distribution of invitation cards. They must have a list and contact number of invitees, faculty
members, Administrative Heads and key persons in Public and private sector. They would chalk
out the program of their society in advance with mutual consultation of Organizer and cabinet
members.
The four Zonal Representatives would be responsible to distribute/administer any letter,
information, invitation, circular or any task given by the society in their respective zones and
recollect the information or get feedback from their zones.

10% Concession In Attendance
The Provost Office, University of Peshawar, has been authorized by the Vice Chancellor to grant
relaxation maximum to 10% in attendance for active members of the Students’ Societies while
granting this concession, it is requested that following rules be strictly observed.

The application must be forwarded by the President of the Society duly attested by the head of the
institution where the concerned applicant is enrolled.
Application must be signed and stamped by the concerned Organizer of the Society and
forwarded to the Provost office with comments.
The name of the applicant must be listed in the membership list maintained by the office of the
Students’ Societies.
Relaxation to the maximum of 10% shall be determined by the applicant’s attendance out of total
number of meetings and functions of the concerned society.

The purpose of the Quality Enhancement Cell is to conduct periodic self- assessment of
academic programs in order to identify strengths and weaknesses and recommend remedial
measures. Self-assessment is an important tool for academic quality assurance and provides
feedback for faculty and administration to initiate action plans for improvement.
