    Applicants admitted on  this basis cannot claim merit adjustments
    after the results are declared. 
4. Admissions based on first-year marks will remain provisional until
    the declaration of intermediate examination results. Those who do
    not pass the HSSC examination or meet the minimum eligibility criteria
    will not be eligible for admission, and their fees will be refunded in
    accordance with the University’s refund policy.
5. For admission to the LLB (5-Years) program, passing the
    Law Admission Test (LAT) is compulsory.
6. Changes to program preferences are not permissible once the
    admission form has been submitted.
