Botanical collections/identification
Presently, I have collected more than 5,000 scientific herbarium specimens, mostly of Angiosperms, but also some Gymnosperms and Pteridophytes. They are collected mainly from Dir, Swat Kohistan, Chitral, Hazara and Northern Areas. The first set consist of 100 specimens was deposited at University of Tokyo Herbarium (TI) and the second set consist of 234 specimens was deposited in Utah State University Herbarium (UTC), while the third set consist of 140 specimens was deposited in Pakistan Museum of Natural History Museum (PMNH).
